BPS 2026 preparation guidelines for abstracts

The abstract has to be prepared in a camera-ready single-spaced A4 paper format (210 x 297 mm), leaving a margin of 25 mm at top, bottom, left and right and edges. It should be strictly limited to one page, including all figures and references. The font used should be Times 12-point (LaTeX default), except for the abstract title which should be in Times 14-point bold lettering. The lines should be single-spaced and justified. Separate paragraphs of the abstracts text with a 10pt line spacing. Please, take into account that for the book of abstracts, the size will be reduced to A5. 
[image: ]The abstract must begin with the title followed by the names of the authors and the addresses of their institutions. The name of the presenting author should be in bold face. References in the text must be numbered and enclosed in square brackets, for example [1, 2]. The list of references should be placed at the end of the abstract. There should be no page number.
Figure 1: the figure should be centered. Authors are advised to prepare their figures in black and white, and in high resolution (300 dpi) for half-tone illustrations or images.
The format for abstract submission is an Adobe’s Portable Document Format (.pdf) that should be generated from your “source” files either in MS Word or LaTeX including the figures or images if any. The file name must be the corresponding author’s family name in the format <<Author name>>+BPS2026. Please, pay close attention to produce a final PDF abstract file not over 5Mb.
